Be kind and compassionate to one another, forgiving each other, just as in Christ God forgave you. (Ephesians 4:32)

is not easily angered.
Everyone should be quick to listen, slow to speak and slow to become angry, because human anger does not produce
the righteousness that God desires. (James 1:19-20)

humbly accepts criticism and rebuke.
Better is open rebuke than hidden love. Wounds from a friend can be trusted, but an enemy multiplies kisses.
(Proverbs 27:5,6)

All of you, clothe yourselves with humility toward one another, because, “God opposes the proud but shows favor to
the humble.” Humble yourselves, therefore, under God’s mighty hand, that He may lift you up in due time. Cast all
your anxiety on Him because He cares for you. (1 Peter 5:5-7)

For all those who exalt themselves will be humbled, and those who humble themselves will be exalted. (Luke 14:11)

boldly speaks the truth, in love.
Always be prepared to give an answer to everyone who asks you to give the reason for the hope that you have. But
do this with gentleness and respect.

controls his tongue, using his words to build up and not tear down.
Do not let any unwholesome talk come out of your mouths, but only what is helpful for building others up according
to their needs, that it may benefit those who listen. (Ephesians 4:29)
